Why is Jesus’ priesthood superior?

How does Jesus, as the High Priest, meet our need?
Application:
How is Jesus superior to the “old ways” in your life?

How do you view His once-for-all sacrifice for you? How does that affect how
you view your security with God?

How is your experience of Sunday worship, especially the Eucharist, going to be
different based on seeing this view of Jesus’ priesthood?

Who in your life, friends, family, co-workers, has yet to know Jesus like this?
